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Sultan; a few called him Double or Nothing since we had to pay
double to get him back! He liked to be scratched around his withers,
and basically wanted to be treated with respect, just like all horses. If
he was a person, he would undoubtedly have been a high achiever.
My most memorable moment with him was at Louisville at the
parade of stallions...everyone led their studs in, we put the fine
harness on him and Bill Caldwell lined him. As they finished their
trip around the ring the spotlight focused on him and he snorted so
loud you could hear it throughout Freedom Hall. Did he know he was
special?....let's just say we like to think he did! Will there ever be
another stallion like him? For the sake of the breed...I hope so!

Thank you, Mr. Ruxer, for doing that interview with me! Supreme
Sultan is truly a legend that no one could ever forget. For the full
interview, you can go to my website
(www.freewebs.com/juniorjumble) and click on Special Interviews.

Manilow! Maya Manilow shows her horses, CF First Light Of Dawn
("Danny"), The Majestic ("Lou"), Lady Cinnamon ("Cinnie"), and
Callaway's Exception To The Rule ("Ruby") in Country Pleasure,
Pleasure, Three- and Five-Gaited classes. She's been riding almost her
whole life and showing for seven years. Her most memorable
experience was winning at Louisville for the first time, and her
hobbies outside of horses are playing soccer, basketball, and skiing.

vacation! As you all know, we are in the middle of a series called
What They're Really Like. I hope that you are enjoying this series as
much as I am and having fun learning about what famous horses are
really like outside the show ring. Many of you know Supreme Sultan,
one of the greatest stallions ever to be born. At 11 years old, Supreme
Sultan was the youngest sire ever to be on the top of the sire rating.
For six years, he led Saddle & Bridle's sire rating, and some years he
had twice as many points as the second place sire, tying Wing
Commander's record, and if he had lived longer, most likely would
have beaten Kalarama Rex's record of eight years. He produced many
legends, including Sultan's Starina, Sultan's Santana, and Imperator.
Many other champions are related to Supreme Sultan, including
Supreme Heir, An Heir About Her, Callaway's Copyright,
Boucheron, Manilla Thrilla, Sultan's Royalty, and Five O’Clock. On
December 6, 1983, Supreme Sultan died of colic at only 17 years old.
He is now buried at the Kentucky Horse Park in Lexington with a
beautiful life-sized statue of him, which many people love to visit each
year. For this month, I had the privilege to interview Mr. Bob Ruxer,
owner of Supreme Sultan: Except for about five months after we sold
him as a yearling, we owned him his entire life. Most just called him

This month our featured Saddlebred Brick is in honor of Sunday

Sultan, owned by Julia O’Reilly. Sunday Sultan, aka “Sunny”, was by
Quick Decision, a Supreme Sultan heir, and out of Whisperwind’s
Irish Rose (by Irish American and out of a Mr. Magic Man mare).
Julia bought Sunny as a yearling from Clover Hill Farms in Kentucky
and owned him until his unfortunate passing on July 2, 2006. Sunny,
who was 17 years old, suffered a brain aneurism and was euthanized
and buried on the farm. Friends of Julia purchased a brick for her in
her stallion’s honor as “he had a way of becoming a barn favorite.”
Julia hopes to go and see Sunny’s brick when she is in Lexington for
the Junior League.

Sunny was shown as a two-year-old in harness and then shown in
mostly Park and Park Harness classes, “although he really wanted to
be a gaited horse!” Sunny was a very kind horse with a wonderful
personality, even in the breeding shed, and very easy to train, but
make no mistake – he was all stallion. He turned at the poll well, a
trait that he has passed on to his offspring. Sunny spent a short stint
with a trainer, but for the most part he was happiest being trained and
shown by his amateur owner at Fall River Farm in Delaware, Ohio.

Sunny, didn’t stand still while being clipped. In fact Sunny loved
trying to undress you while you were clipping his head.

“I always had to make sure that no one was around as my t-shirt
was surely to be soaking wet and above my head before I was
finished.” Sunday Sultan loved retirement from the ring and the
transition to being a full time breeding stallion.

“At home in HIS field – he was happy to oversee the mares and
foals and was always excited when the first foal of the season was
born. There won’t be another one like him.”

That’s all for this month. I hope you’re enjoying your summer days
at the barn and freedom from school and homework – I know I am!

“It excites me that no matter how much machinery replaces the
horse, the work it can do is still measured in horsepower…even in this
space age. And although a riding horse often weighs half a ton, and a
big drafter a full ton, either can be led about by a piece of string if he
has been wisely trained. This to me is a constant source of wonder,
and challenge.”
