Sammyshine
racked out of Louisville with 10 wins at the World’s Championship
Horse Show. Sammyshine was a World Grand Champion in 1999, 2002,
and 2006. He won the qualifier in 2001 and 2003, but not the
championship. Sammyshine won the championship in 2000 and 2004.
Sammyshine was the UPHA Horse of the Year — Five Gaited Pony from
1999-2006. Cyd Simmons is also the youngest winning rider of a five-
gaited pony in history. Cyd and Sammy also had a Triple Crown event
under the direction of Tammy DeVore. Good luck to Cyd in the
Amateur division next year.

The Five-Gaited World’s Grand Championship crowned a new
winner on Saturday night. Congratulations to CCV Casey’s Final
Countdown and Michele Macfarlane. This was the third time Michele
Macfarlane has won the stake class. Second in the class went to
According To Lynn and Mary Gaylord McClean. Third went to my
favorite Platinum’s New Look and Todd Miles for Mr. Steve Chancellor.
Those were the top three and congratulations to them all.

Watkins, Kelsey Olson, Ali Judah, Shelby Ford, Alexa McWilliams,
Camille Cowart, Katie Cunningham, Belle Owen, Jenna Palmeri,
Dakota Reiser, Emily Scharpf, Jackie De La Parte, and Mollie Kregor.

I showed Crimson Blue in 14-17 Country Pleasure and in
the qualifier we got fourth and in the championship we got sixth. I
showed CF Night At The Castle in 14-17 Five- Gaited and we didn’t
place. I showed Tuff Hedeman in 14-17 Three-Gaited and we didn’t place
and Gigolo Joe in Amateur Park and we didn’t place.

HHCC:: How did you prepare for Louisville?
BBBB:: To prepare for Louisville I actually didn’t do that much. I did a lot

of practice riding on school horses, but other than that the only horse I
practiced on was Tuff because I have been working on getting his head
set better.

The best ribbon I got was my third with My Pepper Ann because I have
been lucky enough to catch ride her for Toni Nastali a few different times
and one other time at Louisville. We didn’t do so good her first year, so I
felt like her third was well deserved and I was so excited that she finally
got her chance to prove to the world how good she can be. She is such a
fun mare to ride and show and I am so fortunate that I get to show her.
Any ribbon at Louisville is amazing!

To everyone
who rode at Louisville, I hope your experience was a wonderful and
memorable one.

Anna rides at Denise Vespa
Stables in Syracuse, N.Y., and
shows in the junior exhibitor show
pleasure division. She has been
riding for a total of six years; three
years in hunt seat, and the other
three in saddle seat. She began
riding Saddlebreds for the same
reason many people do; “I
thought it was the most awesome
sport out there and when I saw a
five-gaited class it gave me chills. I
thought it was a very elegant and
amazing sport to watch and I
wanted so much to be a part of it.
Once I rode a five-gaited horse I
was hooked.”

Anna is 14 years old, is in 9th grade, and is home schooled. Lucky her,
she never has to worry about missing school work for a horse show! She
says her favorite subject is literature.

Besides riding, Anna has been very involved in her local 4-H club’s
horse program for five years. She shows her Skye Terrier show dogs in
AKC, both in junior handling and conformation classes across the
country.

Anna attends four to five horse shows a year. New York is known for
its inclement weather during the winter months, but luckily it does not
affect her horse show calendar. “It makes it a lot more difficult when we
have our New York storms and since my barn is so far away it is hard to
get up there in the winter to ride very often.”

Her favorite horse show is the ever-popular Syracuse International
Horse Show. “It is a very fun and competitive horse show and it is
practically in the back yard of my barn, not to mention the barn parties
there are great!”

Anna’s most memorable experience with horses was when she

showed Fibbs in a walk/trot equitation class at Syracuse International. It
was only the second A rated show of his life and they won!

In the future, Anna hopes to stay in the Saddlebred industry.
“Saddlebreds are and always will be my passion. I wish to continue to be
involved in the horse and Saddlebred industry and my future career
dream is to be a saddle seat riding instructor and to have my own string
of show horses.”

Hello everyone. What an amazing week we had at Louisville. I hope
those that went had awesome rides and good times. I also hope that
those who were unfortunate not to go will be able to go next year.

This month I interviewed a trainer I have known for awhile. She is
such a pleasure to talk to and always fun to watch showing. I am, of
course, talking about Ms. Anne Judd of Zebra Ltd.

What is your barn’s name? 
Zebra Ltd., at Bashford Manor.
What is your name?
Anne Durham Judd.
Where are you located?
Dade City, Florida ( just north of Tampa and Orlando).
What do you specialize in?
(Equitation, jumping, etc.) I train American Saddlebreds and

Morgans and teach saddle seat equitation. I have also gotten interested
in riding and training western horses too. I also do clinics worldwide,
write articles for equine publications both here and in South Africa, and
am a large “R” judge in Saddlebreds, Morgans, Hackney/Harness
Ponies, Roadsters and Saddle Seat Equitation.

I started riding and showing in Kentucky when I was four years old …
would you believe it and there was no “walk and trot” division then! I
rode with wonderful trainers/teachers such as Helen and Charlie
Crabtree, Tom Lavery and Jim B. Robertson (that would be Jimmy and
Walt’s dad!). All that was at Rock Creek Riding Club as I grew up. I
married the assistant trainer there Don R Judd and for 30 years we had
a successful show string winning all over the Southeast as well as at the
World’s Championship Horse Show!  Don and I parted ways and I left to
work in South Africa where I trained and ran my own public show barn
for four years. What a wondrous experience that was. When I returned to
the States for the birth of my granddaughter Annelise (my daughter is
Christy O’Donnell and my two stepsons are Rick and Ron Judd), I
stayed and opened Zebra Ltd. That was in 1999.

My horses are all interesting to train, especially if you are like me and
want to get inside their little heads and figure out what they are really
thinking! One grand gelding who I remember was Society Selection. He
taught me so much, and he loved to make me sweat. I finally realized he
knew his equitation work, but loved to make me think he didn’t when we
were at home or when working at a show. BUT what I finally learned was
he was messing with my head. That horse would never embarrass
himself in a class before HIS public. He never made a mistake in a
pattern while Todd Buchanan showed him, yet at home as I schooled
him he was constantly making errors. What a sense of humor he had. If
only I had shared that sense of humor then...GRRRRRR!!!!!!!!!!!! My
latest horse, My Teddy Bheir, was one of the more challenging I have
ever worked. I actually went to another trainer to have him show me
where his buttons were. It took us quite a while. I just got him to my new

place and he got sold. I will miss the thrilling rides on him, and his
wonderful and zany personality.

All my riders and horses have touched my life in ways that allow me
to dismiss the bad moments of life and continue in this business. The
friends that I have made, the places I have traveled, the horses I have had
the honor to show and train … all are memorable. I have had the honor
to become a small part of the many riders who have walked/ridden
through my life. They all have left me with wondrous memories and I
have let them leave with a small part of me as they go on through life. It
is a joy to hear from riders whose lives I touched years later. It validates
my teaching. As for the horses, well … they all get too close to my heart
even the not so good ones. The tough ones that I figured out, the
unsound I have made better, the good ones I have not messed up … they
are all part of the passion that has kept me driven to learn more, think
outside the box, and try to help improve the lot of horses everywhere in
some tiny way.  Just recently I was asked by a veterinarian and three
remarkable and successful horsemen who are of completely different
seats and background and breeds  to join them in a clinic dedicated to
the good of horses — Light Hands Horsemanship. It is one of my
proudest new accomplishments, showing I really do look to continually
improving my methods and hopefully the lot of the horses and riders
whom I touch.

Thank you for the interview, Ms. Judd. I wish you continued success
and I hope to see many more of your students and horses in the ring.
